There is always writing materials, literacy area, toy trolly with range of construction and small world activities. Floor area and tables. A book corner and access to a changing area and set of toilets. 

Steph is the preschool room leader and working alongside Steph is Sarah, Sadie, Meryn and Amy as educators, they are all Early Years NVQ level 3 trained, paediatric first aid trained and Steph is the deputy child protection officer and Sarah is the Senco. Rachel the Owner of the Pre-School also works mainly in the Pre-School room, she has a BA Honours Degree in Early Childhood, is Paediatric first aid trained, Child Protection officer and Senco. Rachel, Steph, Sarah, Sadie and Amy are all trained in I can Early Boost language Program and Rachel, Steph, Sarah and Hollie are all trained by the Autism Education Trust  

From the Pre-School room there is a corridor with the toilets and coat hangers and entrance into the two year room and access to the outside area. 

The two year room

The two year room is open for three days a week, and has a maximum of eight children in per session. 
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The two year room have lots of messy sensory activities , book corner, writing resources, paint, doh and a toy trolly with a range of different construction and small world resources, activities and resources are changed inline with the children’s interests and learning and developmental needs. 
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Hollie is the two year room leader and Karen is the educator who work directly with the two year olds on Tuesday’s, Wednesday’s and Thursday’s.

Both Hollie and Karen are Early Years Care and Education NVQ level 3 trained, they are both trained in Early Talk and Early Talk boost program. They are both paediatric first aid trained and Hollie is trained child protection officer. 
The Outside Area

Our children have free flow play, which means they can choose to play inside or outside in all weathers. We have a large enclosed outside area . 
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We have log stepping stones, rope ladder, basket ball, sandpit, play house
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Bikes, cars, scooters,  Open ended building resources, Sand/mud/stone kitchen, Role play Fire engine and bus, 
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Water play, Fire pits, Fairy/Goblin Area, small world, construction, mark making activities, etc.  

Toilets

We have three sets of toilets, one disabled with changing area for children in nappies, two toilets with child steps and seats and one for the staff.  There are hand dryers and paper towels in the bathroom’s and we have ear defenders for the children who do not like the hand dryers to help them over come this fear of the hand dryer.   
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Coats 
In the corridor between the Pre-School room, 2 year room, outside area and main toilets is a long corridor where the children hang their coats up. During bad weather we also store wet weather clothing and welly boots in the corridor. Children can also bring their own boots and wet weather clothing.  
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Bags and drinks 

All the children have folders with their pictures and names on, where they keep their drinks and bags, in the two year room the children have a tray where they keep their water bottles 
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Snack and lunch 

We have our lunch together, everyone brings in lunch boxes and we sit on tables togethers. At snack time, one table is set up and the children in the preschool room prepare snack and then the children share snack, snack time table is open for about thirty minutes every morning.    
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
